Notwithstanding any other provision contained in the PURCHASE AGREEMENT of real property, if a Wholesaler violates
this section, Seller(s) may cancel the PURCHASE AGREEMENT at any time before the close of escrow without penalty
and may retain any earnest money paid by a Wholesaler.

Notwithstanding any other provision contained in the PURCHASE AGREEMENT, if a Wholesaler violates this section,
Buyer(s) may cancel the PURCHASE AGREEMENT at any time before the close of escrow without penalty and must be
refunded all earnest money paid by Buyer(s).

The undersigned Agent(s) discloses to all parties the intent to publicly market the equitable interest in the PURCHASE
AGREEMENT which will be formed between the parties.
